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Teacher’s Remarks:
It’s diffi cult to know how well José is doing 
because he hasn’t submitted homework in so 
many subjects. What is sure is that he certainly 
has room for improvement in terms of primary 
and adult education. Nearly one out of four 
children do not complete primary school and 
one third of all adults are left without any 
basic literacy skills. Providing free textbooks 
would be a good start to turn things round but 
he should also try allocating more resources, 
better governance and fi ghting against rampant 
corruption. For the moment families are having a 
hard time trying to pay the hidden school costs, 
while some of José’s friends appear to be 
wasting time and resources instead of investing in 
teachers. Much more effort needed!
