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Teacher’s Remarks:

When Lula da Silva became President, 
primary education was already free and 
compulsory and during his term of offi ce 
there has been a slight increase in the 
number of enrolments. Some of his 
main challenges, however, are to expand 
secondary education, to improve the 
quality of education in general, specially 
by recruiting more teachers, and to offer 
literacy programs to adults, since a large 
number of Brazilian can neither read nor 
write.
