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Teacher’s Remarks:

If it wasn’t for the general corruption 
and lack of civil society participation 
which Paul seems to tolerate, he could 
be doing quite well. He has impressive 
marks for growth in enrolments and some 
decent scores in other subjects. Higher 
government spending on education is a 
must, however, as no success will come 
without putting more resources into 
schools which includes drastically raising 
the level of his teacher training programs. 
I hope his decent performance isn’t 
undermined by his lack of commitment to 
quality which could jeopardise his place in 
the top ten as others improve.
