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Teacher’s Remarks:

Manmohan still needs to work to his full 
potential. Access to primary education has 
improved considerably in India but drop 
out rates remain very high. While adult 
literacy rates have improved, nearly 40% of 
India’s adult population remains illiterate. 
High marks for introducing an innovative 
education cess but Manmohan needs to 
pay heed that it is used for its intended 
purpose! Far more attention to education 
quality, Manmohan, to keep the next 
generation of Indian children especially 
girls in school. In policy statements, 
Manmohan needs to look beyond the year 
2015.
